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Faith: 
So, we’re here at Kelly Creek, which has been rehabilitated several years ago.  Janine, the channel here is a little more mature.  What does that mean as far as adjusting and such?
Janine:
Well, what we tried to do here is create a channel that’s flexible, that can change over time.  So, instead of choosing one size and kind of keeping the channel that size, what we’ve done is created a system that the channel can enlarge and get smaller as necessary as conditions change into the future.

Faith: 
We’re also a little bit higher up in the watershed here.  It’s a little bit smaller creek.  What important habitat features were recreated here?

Gardner: 
Well, here we were able to actually create spawning habitat and rearing habitat.  So, some of the riffle areas have the gravel that’s the right size and the gradient that’s the right size for spawning salmon, which do come up here.  And then, the wood in the channel and the undercut banks provide a really good rearing habitat for those small fish, the juveniles.  


The vegetation has also really taken off here.  We have really great growth just after several years.  And, that will provide the structure and the resiliency for the channel to adjust naturally over time.
