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Kinnickinnic Overflow

Dave:
What you see behind me is a combined sewer overflow that the District uses to prevent basement backups.  When we have heavy rain falls, basements can fill up with water backing into the sewer system and the overflows prevent that.  What allows us to start these rehabilitation projects is an improvement of water quality that we’ve seen with the deep tunnel-- our  tunnel system that’s gone online in 1994; we’ve gone from 65 to 75 overflows of dilute sewage going into these river systems down to 1 or 2.  That’s improved our quality enough in the harbor area and estuary area that we have a revitalized fishery and that has put some pressure on the District to move some of these concrete-lined channels into a more rehabilitated form, to allow those fish species to move.
