Tom:
This is the stream relocation as part of the Highway 67, Oconomowoc bypass, which was designed to relieve traffic, through the city of Oconomowoc.  This is another Wisconsin Department of Transportation project.  What was special, again, about this project, was trying to balance a roadway construction and staging with the stream relocation here.  This particular stream was very important because it has a natural reproducing population of brook trout and brown trout, so it's a high quality coldwater stream; again, in a very confined corridor.  As you can see behind me, there was a retaining wall that was designed as part of this reconstruction because of the tight confined location between the tallest slope of that hill way as well as the highway construction.

To help protect the integrity of that forest area, we erected that retaining wall and were able to re-meander the stream and we’re standing in the wetland mitigation area.  This was all part of the restoration design.  The stream itself was relocated far prior to the roadway construction.  That way we were able to start to establish the stream, wetland and reconnection prior to the road construction as well as design for the stormwater runoff from that roadway, which, again, is a very important aspect.  We’re trying to maintain reduction of total suspend solids and reduced erosion and runoff.  We diverted areas of runoff away from the stream as much as possible, as part of this overall project.
